WALK IN CONCERT … 
 

Home to beautiful landscaping, a large amphitheater 
and plenty of picnic areas, Oyster Creek Park boasts 
several miles of paved walking trails, with some of 
those trails bordering along a creek filled with turtles 
and an occasional alligator.  Walk-a-thon partici-
pants will complete a 3-mile course on a marked, 
paved trail supervised by volunteer spotters so no one 
will go astray. 
 
 

PLEASE NOTE ... 
 

The Walk in Concert walk-a-thon will not permit 
participants on bicycles, skates, rollerblades or 
scooters.  We are concerned about every partici-
pant’s safety! Parents are encouraged to register 
and walk with their choirboys on the 3-mile course.   
 
Participants who wish to jog or run may do so. Pets 
are welcome; please make sure they are on a leash 
at ALL times - it’s the law! 
 
There will be drinks available for participants of the 
walk-a-thon. Parent and community volunteers will 
man first aid and security duties. 
 
Pick-up time for choirboys participants will be 
10:30 a.m. This time is an estimate! Parents 
should arrive earlier just in case. However, we 
strongly encourage your participation in the walk-a-
thon. It promises to be a great family event, so plan 
a picnic for afterwards, bring some Frisbees and 
balls for play and make a day of it!!
